This year, the Philadelphia International Airport (PHL) introduced its pilot Airport Concessions Disadvantaged
Business Enterprise (ACDBE) Academy. This four-part series was conducted from June-September 2023. The
Academy consisted of four modules designed to:

e Assist small, regional, diverse firms, to better understand opportunities found in the concessions program at
PHL and other airports

e Increase the number and capacity of ACDBE firms

e Develop ACDBEs into new and/or expanded roles

e Discuss PHL's current concessions program and the requirements and benefits of becoming an ACDBE

The Academy, designed by PHL’s Office of Business Diversity was a collaborative effort with the Airport’s
Revenue Office and MarketPlace PHL.

The Academy consisted of four modules:
e Module 1: Airport 101
e Module 2: Identifying and Competing for Opportunities
e Module 3: The Money Module
e Module 4. Operations
